Lancashire Wide Network for Minority Ethnic Women was
established in 1997 as a way of enabling black and minority ethnic
unemployed women to help themselves to overcome barriers they
faced when planning to enter employment, education, training or
volunteering opportunities. Supported by Lancashire County
Council, it was planned as a forum through which women from
diverse cultural backgrounds could come together, share their
experiences and help one another to develop skills and
confidence.

The Network has been highly successful; it has helped many of its
members to assert themselves very effectively and to learn
important skills such as time management, writing CV’s, effective
interview techniques and searching for a job, as well as to decide
how best to reach a sensible and sustainable work/life balance.

The Network has become a community in itself. It provides a
structure through which women can meet and discuss problems,
feelings and ideas in a supportive environment.
